Memorial Museum in Washington, DC.

A prolific author, he is widely-known for his books Reconciliation, A Season for the Spirit: Readings for the
Days of Lent, The Word is Very Near You, Love Set Free: Meditations of the Passion According to St. John,
Compass and Stars, and Go in Peace: the Art of Hearing Confessions (with Julian Gatta).
